Circle K Club Constitution
Article I: Name

The name of this organization shall be Circle K.

Article II: Purpose

Section 1. 

The mission of Circle K shall be to: Provide service to the community and to campus; to provide the opportunity for leadership training through service.

Section 2.

The pledge of Circle K shall be to uphold the objects of Circle K International, to foster compassion and goodwill toward others through service and leadership, to develop our abilities and the abilities of all people, and to dedicate ourselves to the realization of human potential.

Article III: Membership

Section 1.

Any member of the Clarkson University student body is eligible for membership in Circle K.

Section 2.

The Clarkson University chapter of Circle K shall be a chartered club. Chartering shall take place the fall of every academic year and is open to all club members. Chartered members may have voting and office holding privileges.

Section 3. 

Chartering members shall pay both District and International Club dues.  Chartering members are defined as “active” members.
Article IV: Officers

Section 1.

The elected officers shall be a President, Vice President, Treasurer, Secretary, Editor and CSN liaison.

Section 2.

The elected officers shall serve a term for two consecutive academic semesters (unless extenuating circumstances arise).

Section 3.

The above mentioned officers shall constitute the Board of Officers and shall have the authority to establish set policies and guidelines they see necessary for the fulfillment of the club’s business.

Section 4.

The duties of officers shall be as follows:


i. The President shall have the duty of presiding at all club meetings and officer meetings. The President shall serve as a liaison between the Circle K Club and Sponsoring Kiwanis Clubs, the Circle K Club and the District and International Boards of Circle K, and the Circle K Club and the university. The President must also perform those duties listed in the Circle K International Constitution and Bylaws, as well as any other duties assigned to him/her by the Circle K Club.

ii. The Vice President shall have the duty of presiding at all meetings in the absence of the president. The VP shall work with the president to create committees for the upcoming year. The VP shall oversee the activities of all committees and serve as an ex-officio member of each committee, The VP shall also perform and other duties assigned to him/her by the president of the Circle K International Constitution and Bylaws.


iii. The Treasurer shall have the duty of maintaining financial records and accounts for the Circle K Club. The treasurer shall work with the president to prepare a budget for the upcoming year. The treasurer must collect member dues and forward district and international dues to the appropriate individuals. The treasurer shall serve as a member on the fundraising committee. The treasurer shall also perform any other duties assigned to him/her by the president of the Circle K International Constitution and Bylaws.


iv. The Secretary shall have the duty of maintaining accurate minutes of all official meetings of the club. The secretary must also maintain records for the club, including all membership rosters. The secretary must also submit all monthly reports to the district on time. The secretary shall also send out meeting reminders and e-mails. The secretary shall also perform any other duties assigned to him/her by the president or the Circle K International Constitution and Bylaws.


v.  The Editor shall have the duty of maintaining the website of the club, including a Facebook group page.  The editor also is responsible for constructing and distributing club interest and service events.


vi.  The CSN Liaison Chair shall have the duty of attending all CSN meetings and reporting all Circle K events and requests for funding.

Article V: Voting

Section 1.

Elections for officers shall take place in the spring semester in the month of March. A quorum of the general membership must be present for all elections to be held. A quorum shall consist of 50% of the membership plus one member.

Section 2.

Nominated Chartered members may run for Board positions. Nominations for candidates shall be accepted from any active member. Officers shall be elected by a majority vote of the general membership present.

Section 3. 

Recall of Officers may take place with a two-thirds vote of the voting membership upon a favorable recommendation of the Board of Officers. The Board of Officers shall first hold a hearing to allow the officer in question an opportunity to state his/her case. In the event and officer is removed, he/she shall be notified in writing by the president within one week.

Section 4.

A vacancy in any office shall be filled by a vote at the next general meeting of the general membership. In the event that quorum is not present at that meeting, the office may be filled through appointment at the consent of the board of officers with the consent of the general membership present.

Article VI: Meetings

Section 1.

General club meetings shall take place at least twice a month, and meetings shall be regular. Additional meeting can be called by the president.

Section 2. 

Board meetings shall be held monthly or as needed. The meeting time shall be decided by the Board, but shall be regular.

Section 3.

Committee chairs shall be required to attend one Board meeting per month.

Section 4.

Active club members may attend Board meetings with the consent of at least two of the Board members.
Article VII: Advisor

Section 1.

A faculty/staff advisor to the Circle K club will be appointed by the unanimous decision of the officers of the club and with consent of the nominee. The faculty/staff advisor shall be invited and encouraged to attend all meetings.

Section 2. 

An optional Kiwanis advisor to the Circle K club will be appointed by the unanimous decision of the officers of the club and with consent of the nominee. The Kiwanis advisor shall be invited and encouraged to attend all meetings.

Article VIII: Amendments

Section 1.

Proposed amendments to this constitution may be formulated by any chartered member of the general organization.

Section 2.

All proposed amendments should be submitted to the Board at least two weeks before a vote shall take place.

Section 3.

Amendments may only be passed by a two-thirds majority vote of the membership present at any general club meeting.

Article IX: Supremacy

The Clarkson University Student Association supersedes all article of this constitution.

Article X: Hazing

Neither this organization nor any member of it may authorize any action or situation that recklessly or intentionally endangers mental or physical health or involves the forced consumption of liquor or drugs for the purpose of initiation into or affiliation with this organization. This organization shall be subject to rescission of permission to operation on campus property and loss of the CUSA recognition, if applicable, in addition to any other disciplinary procedure if found in violation of the hazing policy.
Article XI: Sexual Harassment
Neither this organization nor any of its members shall participate in any act of sexual harassment. The Title IX Coordinator, Jen Ball, should be notified of any alleged acts of sexual harassment.
